PEACE

Seven times in the epistles we read of “the God &feace,” and
surely He will supply abundance of peace for thoseho love Him.
Once is that beautiful title given to Christ by the Spirit — “the
Lord of peace.” How encouraging is the verse wheré occurs:
“The Lord of peace Himself give you peace continubl in every
way. The Lord be with you all” (2 Thessalonians 3:4).

1. Judicial Peace

Peace with God (Romans 5:1)This is judicial. It comes to us
from a transaction which took place between Godand_.ord
Jesus Christ, when Jesus was delivered up for ianaes,
when the chastisement of our peace was laid upom Hhe
whole question of our sins having been settledibiye justice,
God raised Christ from among the dead for our fjaation;
and, possessing this on the principle of faithcpeaith God is
consequently ours. It is unchangeable. It rests @psolid basis
of righteousness. It cannot be altered. Throughhase it, yet
we did not make it. It was made between God andsClar us,
and it is eternal. God was the author of it andisththe
procurer of it. Wars can neither make it nor maPgace with
God is ours through the work of another. He madant we
take it by faith. It is fundamental and abiding.

2. Spiritual Peace

Peace of mind (Romans 8:6)This is spiritual, and results from
the fact that the Holy Spirit dwells in us. The ohiof the Spirit
is life and peace, but the mind of the flesh is igynragainst
God. If a true believer minds the things of thesllehe has an
experience which is the very opposite to what Ikeddlife and
peace.” The Holy Spirit swells in us to lead u®itite things of
God, to fill our thoughts with the glories of ouodd Jesus
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Christ; and as the mind is occupied with and fureisby these
things, peace of mind is ours. We prove in our i@t

experience the truth of that word; “Thou wilt ke@pm in

perfect peace whose mind is stayed on Thee” (Is26aB). To
have the mind guided in the right direction isialportant in

this connection.

3. Circumstantial Peace

The peace of God (Philippians 4:7)This is circumstantial. By
that, we mean peace in relation to our circumstsnead,

wonderful to relate, it is God’s own peace whicloiss in this
connection. Peace with God is ours as the resulthaft Christ
has done; the peace of God is ours as the resulhaf we do;
as we read, “Be careful for nothing; but in evenythby prayer
and supplication with thanksgiving let your reqsele made
known to God. And the peace of God, which passéth
understanding, shall keep your hearts (the seatyair

affections) and minds (the seat of your thoughtg)ugh Christ
Jesus.” These are the terms for the enjoymentefptace of
God. Full of care for nothing; prayerful and tharlkio God in

everything. Peace with God is ours through faitis through
prayer and thanksgiving. The first is ours in regao the

putting away of our sins at the cross; the secanadurs in

regard to all circumstances, as we gratefully leaue cares
with Him who gives us His own peace instead. Wardsnot

express the infinite grace and sweetness of thifaisses all
understanding.”

4. Universal Peace

Peace by blood (Colossians 1:20This is universal. “Having
made peace through the blood of His cross, by linetoncile
all things to Himself; by Him, | say, whether thbg things in
earth, or things in heaven.” How far-reaching dre Iblessings
that flow from the cross of our adorable Savior.ivdrsal

disturbance has come in through sin; peace andcgiation

result universally from its removal by Him who diedd rose
again. The Old Testament eloquently describes tthlg
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blessings; and the thrones, dominions, princigajtipowers
and authorities in heaven will also benefit. Isnaél rejoice in
the Savior presently as “the Prince of Peace: efitisrease of
His government and peace there shall be no endiafis9:6-7);
but righteousness, peace and joy shall fill theheaand the
heavens likewise. “The mountains shall bring petwethe
people” we are told; and Christ “shall have dominfmom sea
to sea”; then “men shall be blessed in Him”; bt fieavens too
shall reap rich results through Him who made pdagehe
blood of His cross. Already the redeemed can sayh&
language of Ephesians 2:4, “He is our peace.” Thdsz know
the Savior have reached their desired haven; pedbeirs now
for ever.

5. Intentional Peace

The counselors of peace (Proverbs 12:200his is intentional.
The intent and counsel of their heart is for pedlcerefore we
read, “To the counselors of peace is joy.” Thisthrus
applicable to all who counsel with such Christ likgent; but it
surely carries our thoughts up to the supreme aébuhamber
of the divine majesty. There the Godhead counsadede. Sin
spreads its disastrous disorders. No one else cmalgre peace
and equity. Man is helpless in himself; but thecgras and
august deliberations of the Trinity counseled theey wf peace
through the cross of Christ; and, though the bhgssiof that
counsel and work are ours, the glory and the j@jl e theirs
eternally; for, as we have seen, not only are betereconciled
as the present result of the death of Christ, behtially all
things in earth and heaven shall be reconciled. &Eo the
counselors of peace is joy” - joy now, joy forevidow worthy
of this is our God - the Father, Son, and Holy i§pwho
counseled, procured, and proclaimed it to us.

6. Conditional Peace.

The God of peace (Philippians 4:9)This is conditional; that
is, as far as our experience of His presence vdthagording to
this verse is concerned. If we “do” the things redd to, it is
said, “The God of peace shall be with you.” Whahpany may
be ours in a world like this! We have seen fronseer that our
hearts and minds may be garrisoned by God’s owneperw
we are told, we may have the company of the Gogeaice
Himself with us. What high honor! What a pricelgss/ilege!
Meditation upon these worlds will be more likelygmduce the
desired result than extended dilation upon themhdWe have
both learned, and received, and heard, and seemejnthese
things DO; and the God of peace shall be with you.”

7. Practical Peace.

The makers of peace (Matthew 5:9)This is practical. The
Lord Jesus said, “Blessed are the peacemakerheprshall be
called sons of God.” It is not that peace-makingstibutes us
sons of God. The relationship of sons is ours,féith in Christ

Jesus” (Galatians 3:26); but it means we shall bibat

seeking anything different from this. They aredhce-takers;
they should all be peace makers; surely none dantionally

be peace-breakers. We are exhorted to “follow pesiteall.”




O ye children of God rejoice greatly in the abiding peace
which is yours through our Lord Jesus Christ — ‘teelike an
even river flows, and mercy like a flood.”

O ye spiritual priesthood, having approach to God to offer up
your “spiritual sacrifices,” feed abundantly on thpeace
offerings” divinely provided for you!

And ye soldierswarring in the heavenly conflict of Ephesians
6, see that ye stand your ground firmly, strongthia Lord,
“having your feet strong in the Lord, “having yofget shod
with the preparation of the gospel of peace” —ceem the
struggle is thy portion!

of our Lord Jesus Christ. Along with this there must be a
readiness to listen with faith to the words of tHely Spirit,
humbly seeking to understand those words, and daifedt we
neither take away from them nor add to them. Tkaltef this
attitude will be that we shall be transformed bg thnewing of
our minds. | am not speaking of being changed fribra
position of those who are dead in trespasses argltei the
peace of those who have received life and forgisenbkrough
our Lord Jesus Chrishut | am speaking to Christian young
men who know this, and | say advisedly, we need toave
our lives transformed. We are all commonplace sortof
people, much as the writer of the fourth Gospel wasfor
after all John was but a fisherman by the lake of @Glilee.
There was nothing intellectually, or morally, to dstinguish
him from the other fishermen, and yet he wrote in he
simplest language the most holy and profound boolhat has
ever been written. What brought about his surprising result?
Nothing less than that he was transformed by ti@rghof the
glory of the Person of the Son of God upon his ;stlé
sublime truth concerning the Person of Christ léhd, not as a
truth merely, but in living contact with Him whone lkknew and
of whom he wrote. A transformed life is brought abby a
living acquaintance with the glorious Person of 8ua of God.
May God accomplish it in all of us to His praise.




John begins his Gospel without preface; at once hmakes
the profound statement, “In the beginning was the bgos.”
That is a personal name of our Lord Jesus Christ, H is the
Word, and that not only as the means of communicain,
but as the very thing communicated.

In the Greek there are three words used to expresspeech:
“lalia,” the words that are said; “rhema,” the thin g that is
uttered; “logos” includes the thought that gives rse to the
communication, and therefore involves personality.Our
Lord said to those around Him (John 8:43), “Why doye not
understand my speech” (lalia) what | am saying, “beause
ye cannot hear my word” (logos). You have not grasg the
fact of who | am; consequently my words have no meing
to you.

There is a great deal of talk today about followihg teaching
in the Sermon on the Mount, while all the time tierious
Person who uttered it is denied by those who sakspEhey
cannot, however, understand His words, nor do theril, they
have confessed Him as the Divine Word, the very &othe
Living God. There is something behind the wordg thspeak
to you, namely the thought in my mind, and thautytd would
not be there unless | were a living person, amsltiat which is
implied in the word “Logos,” thought expressingeifsin

words. It tells us that the Lord Jesus Christ isenother than
God, for only God could express His own thoughtskd also
uses the name “Logos” chapter 1:2, where we shoegdl,

“Those who were eye witnesses and attendants upgdd T

WORD,” a beautiful touch at the commencement ofGospel
which sets forth the exquisite graces of the Wardadme flesh.
There are two names used in John 1 which must nevdre
separated; one is “The Word” the other is “The only
begotten Son,” or again, the Son is He by whom Goldas
spoken.

Verse 1 tells us that in the beginning He was, takg us back
beyond all time, not when time began to be, but befe time
was, beyond the farthest limit of human mind can rach,
“the Word” is found not beginning to be, but existng
eternally. At the same time He was a distinct Persp “the

Word was with God.” The preposition used does notisiply

mean alongside of, but towards, conveying the ideaf
intimate communion with God. Then lest our minds sbuld
conceive that although anterior to creation, He wasan
independent being, exterior to and something lesshan
divine, it is added, “The Word was God.” Thus we asend
from His eternal existence, to His distinct persondy,

crowned by the fact of His absolute Godhead. Yet dmble is
the human mind to err in respect of so stupendous a
statement that we might imagine that He was evolvefifom
the Godhead, or as some say, “Begotten of the Fatheefore
all worlds.” No, the second verse guards such a thght,
“The same was in the beginning with God.”

Everything that was created owes its being to HiAnd

without Him was not anything made that was made.thhat a
needless repetition? No, for people talk abouinéteof matter;
but there is no such thing, God only is eternah Him was
life.” That short sentence solves all the problerhkfe that the
scientists worry their minds about. A learned psote
addressed the British Association a few years baw#, having
discussed the origin of life at great length, left where he
began, yet here it is settled in four words of sgkable,“In

Him was life.” Of every form of life He is the Author, and

above all the Source of spiritual life by which moal beings
can stand in relation to God, for “The Word becameflesh.”

Mystery of mysteries, blessed object of faith, whit no

creature mind can comprehend. He became man, never
ceasing for a moment to be all that we have read ithe first
verses of John 1. Though He took a place of humitian He
was never less than GodThe outward glory was laid aside,
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but not the intrinsic excellence that belonged tmHe was
still the eternal Son, He was still a distinct Pexan dwelling
in the Father's bosom, He was still God over all lelssed
forever. There is no other light or revelation of God butHim.
The message He brought was this, that God was linyei
Himself in His own beloved Son. That is the trughti which
like the sun in the heavens shines for every mamatWias the
condition into which He came? The world was notyoim
darkness, but darkness itself, and it comprehemd¢dhe fact
that light had come. But Israel was a people towltod had
spoken in partial revelations of Himself. There Haeken a
gradual preparation through Old Testament times tfox
coming of the light but when He came to His owneyth
received Him not.

But there were some who saw the light, some who kgged
Him. But how did this come about? Only because therwas
a divine work in them, they were born of God, and o one
has ever seen the light or received Jesus as therShin any
other way. It does not come about by blood, i.e., by natural
birth. People do not believe on His name becausgliklong to
a certain race or family. Neither is it by the vaflthe flesh, i.e.,
by moral improvement, it is not by the developmentthe
moral faculties. Nor again, is it by the will of mafor it is not
by cultivation of the intellect that t state is guced capable of
receiving Him. It is solely and simply of God. Taliehn the
fisherman, how did he come to see the glory oflLibel? Not
because he was of the chosen race of Israel, catibe he was
morally better than anybody else, and certainly etause of
his attendance on the schools of learning. Northage things
brought him to see it. He was born of God, andstinee is true
of all into whose hearts the light of the glory t&mne. What
was the glory that they saw? It was the revelatiblove. They
saw in the One who daily walked with them the obdgotten
Son of the Father.

The title of “only-begotten” does not refer to Hisbirth in
time, but to the place of intense love and intimacyhat had
been eternally His in the bosom of the FatherThe same
word is translated “my darling” in Psalm 22:20.r&ference to
His birth of the Virgin in time, we read in Psaln¥2Thou art
my Son: this day have | begotten Thee; Thou areSoy,” for
He was already “the Son” when He came into the wadll
and in manhood He is still “the Son of God”(Luke 1:35). He
brought with Him all the deep affection and tentiete of the
Father, and manifested this in His Person and lsywédirds and
works. Rejected, misunderstood, and walking in riidst of
darkness that was not dispelled by the light, yst #s much the
Son in the bosom of the Father as He was beforevailds.
Further explanation of His Person is impossible.fiNibe mind
can understand the Person of the Son; let us teshpt it, but
rather worship and ador&vhat one would greatly desire is,
that this glorious Person might become more intengereal
and commanding to us. If we know Him, His words wllbe
supreme over us, and shut out every other voice. IHis
greatness and the glory of His love hold us, as liteld the
writer of this Gospel, we shall want to understandHis
words and do exactly what He says, for that aloneiwbe of
account in the day when we shall indeed see Him f&ado
face. Let us remember, too, that it is by this testof
obedience that He measures the reality of our lovéo
Himself. (John 14:21)

Zoologists have recorded an amazing 20,000 spetiesh.
Each of these species has two-chambered heapuhgis cold
blood throughout its cold body.

There are 6,000 species of reptiles .they also balkkblood,
but there is three-chambered heart (except thediec which
has four).

The 1,000 or so different amphibians (frogs, toadsl newts)
have cold blood and a three- chambered heart.

There are over 9,000 species of birds. From thesma#éndean
condor with its wingspan of 12 feet to the tiny haimg bird
(whose heart beats 1,400 times a minute) eacloseétf,000
species has four-chambered heart (left and righinat left and
right ventricle)- just like humans.

Of course, the 15,000 species of mammals also &aguenping,
four —chambered, which faithfully pumps blood thgbaut a
series of intricate blood vessels to the reshefbody.

Here are some interesting questions for those whate
embraced Darwinian evolution.

- Did the heart in all these different species oigh, reptiles,
birds, and mammals evolve before there were bloocegsels
through their bodies?

-When did the blood evolve? Was it before the vedse
evolved or after they evolved? If it was before, wdit was it
that carried the blood to the heart, if there wereno vessels?
-Did the heart beat before the blood evolved? Why &s it
beating if there was no blood to pump? If it wasn’tbeating,
when did it start when it didn’t know anything about blood?
-If the blood vessels evolved before there was bihovhy did
evolve if there was no such thing as blood?
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-And if the blood evolved before the heart evolvedyhat was
it that kept it circulating around the body?

Scientist Brad Harrub sums it up well: the finatdila that
evolutionists have not (and cannot) over-come ve®khe co-
dependence of the respiratory system and the atomyl
system. The heart muscle requires oxygenated tooEmain
alive. The respiratory system depends on the @ititig blood
to deliver oxygen and remove carbon dioxide. Sactvicame
first, and how was it able to function properly hatit the
other? Evolution may continue to be taught as et*fa the
classroom, but it has yet to answer such basicdépendency
guestions as these.

The only reasonable answer to these questions isatiGod
made the human body (and the bodies of all the othe
creatures) with a heart, lungs, (to oxygenated thelood,)
kidneys (to filter waters from the blood), blood vasels,
arteries, blood, skin (to hold it all in), etc., atone moment in
time, as the Bible states.
